The IPE will be preceded on January 24 and 25 by an International
Poultry Scientific Forum. The forum will present a program of educa-

tion and information sessions on environmental management nutri-
tion, physiology, pathology, processing and products and avian diseases.
A separate registration fee is required for this event.

Canada, Mexico, The Netherlands, Brazil, and Colombia sent the
largest delegations to the 2004 IPE, and 19 nations doubled their
attendance from the previous year, including France, Uruguay and
Venezuela.

Preregistration for the IPE is $30 (USD) and $50 (USD) on-site.
The fee includes admission to a day-long education program featuring
issues of concern to the poultry industry.
